Taiwan Research Scholarship Program

This office, Cultural Division of Taipei Economic and Cultural Office in Houston, is representing the Ministry of Education on Taiwan. We are entrusted to invite an American scholar to visit Taiwan and conduct some Taiwan-related research. Below we would be pleased to introduce a little bit about this program.

If the scholar in contact with us is interested in visiting and doing some Taiwan-related research, the Ministry of Education will pay for his/her round trip economy class airfare (to and fro Taiwan), and offer him/her an allowance of $200 USD per diem for up to 7 days. But he/she needs to find a host university/institute in Taiwan prior to the visit. And he/she needs to present a proposal to show the research plan, in which he/she needs to specify the research subject and direction (he/she can choose any subject as long as it is related with Taiwan), his/her resume, along with the invitation from the host university. Then we would submit the proposal to the Ministry for approval. 
If he/she is interested in this offer, please send us his/her proposal and work out with the host university for invitation. When the visit dates is decided, please inform us of a travel itinerary as soon as possible so that this office can make relevant arrangements for the trip. After the visit, he/she also needs to write a report about the research project on Taiwan to our office so that we can submit it to the Ministry.
