2011 Taiwan Scholarship Program
Encourages American Students to Pursue Degrees in Taiwan
The Ministry of Eeducation of the Republic of China (Taiwan) has intiated a special scholarship program—Taiwan Scholarship Program.  This program is to encourage promising American students to pursue their degree studies in Taiwan and to enhance international educational and academic exchange.  
Prospective students may choose to apply for Undergraduate Scholarships, Master’s Scholarships or Ph.D. Scholarships. For Undergraduate Scholarship, a recipient can be awarded a stipend of NT$ 25,000（approximately US$860） per month for up to 4 years. For Master’s Scholarship, a stipend of NT$ 30,000 （approximately US$1,030）per month can be awarded for up to 2 years, while for Ph.D. Scholarship, the same stipend can be awarded for up to 3 years.  American students in the southern eight states (including Texas, Louisiana, Mississippi, Arkansas, Oklahoma, Colorado, Missouri and Kansas) with good academic performance and great motivations to study in Taiwan are welcome to apply. 
Completed applications should be sent to Cultural Division, Taipei Economic and Cultural Office in Houston no later than March 31, 2011. Early applicants will have better chances. It should be noted that applicants must obtain admission from a university/colleges of Taiwan after applying for Taiwan Scholarship.
